 Sermon by Pastor Cousins (March 4/06) 
 Sermon Summary by Omega Knight 
 
Luke 2: 36-38 
Today's message addressed 6 principles to im-
plement for a stronger prayer life. 
 
First, he spoke of the armor of God, which is for 
equipping your soul. We cannot ''fight'' Without 
our armor (Ephesians 6:11-18).  
 
Second, scheduling your prayer time. Let nothing 
interrupt you.  
 
Third, preparing for prayer:  
a) Is there a sin for me to confess?  
b) Is there a promise for me to claim? 
c) Is there an attitude for me to change? 
d) Is there a command for me to obey? 
e) Is there an example for me to follow? 
 
Fourth, planning and recording your prayers, and 
monitoring your answers. 
 
Fifth, praying God’s word back to Him 
 
Sixth, intercessory prayer.  
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
